METRO ORDINANCES—112.01  


POSTING HANDBILLS OR SIGNS ON PUBLIC PROPERTY PROHIBITED.


No person shall paint, mark or write on or otherwise affix any handbill or sign in a public right-of-way, or upon any public sidewalk, crosswalk, curb, curbstone, street lamp post, hydrant, tree, shrub, tree stake or guard, railroad trestle, electric light or power or telephone pole, or wire appurtenance thereof, or upon any fixture of the fire alarm system, or upon any lighting system, public bridge, street sign, traffic sign, or other official sign of governmental or safety purpose.   PERSON may extend, and be applied to, bodies politic, corporations and corporate societies, communities, the public generally, individuals, partnerships and joint stock companies.





PENALTY


Any person who violates any provision of this chapter for which no other specific penalty is provided shall be subject to the provisions of 10.99


Any person found guilty of violating 112.01 of this chapter 


shall be fined not less than $10 nor more than $50 per violation, and shall be liable for any cost incurred by the Metro Government or any agency thereof as a result of such violation.   But in no event shall such cost exceed $100 per violation.





MEADOW VALE ORDINANCES ARE SIMILAR WITH APPROPRIATE PENALTIES.   We will supply you with stakes for you to post your signs.


Ask people if you can put a stake in their yard--–at corners, or wherever you think it’s important---After you have the permission of the property owners.

Every resident will receive a larger bin for recycling. 2nd by Borders, unanimously approved. 





The minutes were read; Com. Borders made a motion to approve, second by McCormick.  Approved by unanimous vote.   Clerk Andrade’s city taxes report stated that all residents have paid their city property taxes except one property which is now in foreclosure proceedings.





Treasurer Clark prepared the April financial report. The report was reviewed, motion to approve by Sparks, second by McCormick.    Approved by unanimous vote. The proposed budget for next year was presented. Mayor Fey made a motion, 2nd by Sparks for a 1st reading by title only of the proposed City of Meadow Vale Budget for the fiscal year July 1, 2010 through June 30, 2011, proposing a balanced budget for the year. Pass to next meeting for final approval. 





Motion by Borders, 2nd by Fey, approved by unanimous vote for a summary 1st reading of Proposed Meadow Vale Ordinance #2, series 2010-2011, by title of the City of Meadow Vale tax rate for the new fiscal year July 1, 2010 and ending June 30, 2011 for the same tax rate. Passed to next meeting for final approval. 





Commissioner Prys reported that she received an estimates for filling the cracks in the pavement throughout the city streets from Bluegrass Sealing and Striping. 





Commissioner Sparks reported that there were currently no drainage issues reported. 





Commissioner McCormick submitted the April 2010 police activity report. 





Commissioner Borders submitted a report stating that she had called LG&E about lights out at 9824 Tiverton, 2708 Goose Creek Rd, 9715 Boxford Way, 9803 Lanesboro and 9722 Lanesboro Way and a falling pole off of Hounz. 





Mayor Fey reminded everyone about the city wide garage sale on May 22nd.
