AN ORDINANCE REGULATING OUTBUILDINGS AND ACCESSORY STRUCTURES

WHEREAS, it is deemed in the best interest of property owners, 

NOW WHEREFORE, the City Council of the City of Meadow Vale, Kentucky, does ordain as follows;

SECTION 1: All outbuildings or accessory structures shall be;

A. Limited to one unit per lot and the exterior be constructed of an approved material, corresponding to the construction of the home, including, but not limited to; new lumber, brick, stone, concrete or stucco. 

B. Maintained structurally sound and in good repair as to not become a nuisance which includes but is not limited to: conditions that are unsanitary, unsafe for use as to endanger life, limb or property or capable of becoming a fire hazard or otherwise in a state of deterioration or faulty construction so as to be dangerous to anyone on or near the premises.

C. Built on the rear of the lot and shall not be nearer to any property line than the distance specified by the Louisville Building Code and the Louisville and Jefferson County Planning & Zoning Commission; except a garage or carport which may be attached to the residence.

SECTION 2:  Any violation of the above section may be punishable by a minimum of ten dollars per day, not to exceed one thousand dollars.

SECTION 3:  The City of Meadow Vale Police is authorized to enforce all sections of this Ordinance.

SECTION 4:  This Ordinance shall take effect upon its passage, approval, and posting within the City as prescribed by law.
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
