AN ORDINANCE REGULATING  THE STORAGE OF FIREWOOD
WHEREAS, it is deemed in the best interest of property owners, 

NOW WHEREFORE, the Board of Trustees of the City of Meadow Vale, Kentucky, does ordain as follows;

SECTION 1: All firewood shall be stacked in a cord like fashion with no more than two cords allowed on any lot at one time and being at least six inches off the ground supported by non decaying supports to permit proper air circulation and being no higher than five feet with each piece being no more than 48 inches long. Persons heating primarily with wood may apply to the City of Meadow Vale for special storage permission.

SECTION 2:  Any violation of the above section may be punishable by a minimum of ten dollars per day, not to exceed one thousand dollars.
SECTION 3:  The City of Meadow Vale Police is authorized to enforce all sections of this Ordinance.

SECTION 4:  This Ordinance shall take effect upon its passage, approval, and posting within the City as prescribed by law.
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
